
Chapter of the Year Specifics 

● Advisory Council Registration:

○ 100 points if completed by October 1st

○ 50 points if completed by November 1st

○ Must be completed by November 1st to qualify for chapter of the year

● Advisor Recruitment:

○ 100 points per advisor

● Advisor Participation:

○ 25 points per event when 5 members and 2 advisors attend (Max 150 per year)

● Annual Chapter Report:

○ 100 points if received by February 15th

○ 50 points if received by March 17th

○ This must be completed to qualify for chapter of the year

● Athletic Activities:

○ 25 points per athletic event attended when 5 members participate (Max 150 per year)

● CDJ/HDJ:

○ 50 points per registered advisor or active DeMolay that gets a CDJ

○ 100 points per registered advisor or active DeMolay that gets a HDJ

● Charitable Projects:

○ 1 points per $1 donated to a charity (Max 400 points per year)

● Conclave:

○ 10 points per fully registered member attending

○ 10 points for a registered sweetheart

○ 5 points per fully registered advisor

○ 25 points per MC/SC/JC fully registered

○ 25 points for your chapter winning the Exemplary Chapter Award

○ 25 points for having a member of your chapter win the DeMolay of the Year award

○ 25 points per State Officer installed at Conclave (SMC, SDMC, SSC, SJC only)

● DeMolay Month:

○ 50 points for winning the Award of Excellence

○ 50 points per DeMolay Month Event attended by 4 members and 1 advisor (The Max is 50 

points times the amount of events the State Senior Councilor plans)

● DeMolay Service:



○ 10 points for performing the Flower Talk or Ceremony of Light for a group other than DeMolay

○ 5 points for performing Flower Talk or Ceremony of Light at a DeMolay event.

○ 25 points for having 3 or more members help another chapter to open their meeting, only when

the chapter being helped has less than 8 members present.

○ 50 points for presenting or helping to present the Initiatory (6 members), DeMolay (6 members)

or 4th Section (3 members) , or Installing Team (4 members) for another chapter where the

number of members listed next to the degree participate in that degree by performing a

speaking part.

● Leadership Conference:

○ 50 points per first time attendee to DLC or another Leadership Conference (Max 150 points per 

year)

● LCC:

○ 15 points for a DeMolay or Sweetheart completing LCC 1 or 2 for the first time

○ 10 points for a DeMolay or Sweetheart completing LCC 3,4, or 5 for the first time

● Masonic/Civil Service:

○ 1 point per man-hour by a DeMolay helping another Masonic Organization or Civil Service 

without getting funds in return

● Membership Awards:

○ 100 points for a Founder’s Membership Award

○ 250 points for a Blue Honor Key

○ 25 points for a Pink Honor Key

● Membership Bonus:

○ 300 points for getting 12 new members before July 1st

○ 100 additional points for getting 3 members in a quarter (Max 100 points per quarter)

● Mileage:

○ 1 point per mile traveled from your local lodge to the event location by a  DeMolay, Advisor, or 

Sweetheart (Max 3000 per year)

● Miscellaneous:

○ 1 point per DeMolay or Sweetheart attending an event not in another category (Rainbow/Job’s 

Daughters Installation or Reception, Masonic events, etc.)

● ODA State Functions:

○ 50 points per Oklahoma DeMolay Association sponsored event when 4 members and 1 advisor 

from your chapter attended. (Example: Main Event, State Initiations, State Officers Reception, 

Tri-Youth, etc.)



● Obligatory Days: 

○ 25 points per Obligatory Day  

○ It is required to do every Obligatory Day to qualify for chapter of the year 

● PMC-MSA: 

○ 2000 points per PMC-MSA awarded (Max 2 times per year) 

● Public Relations: 

○ 10 points per Newspaper article (Only countable once per month) 

○ 10 points per month for a Social Media page posting 4 times in that month (Only 1 page can be 

counted per month) 

○ 25 points per DeMolay related appearance on television longer than 30 seconds 

○ Max 500 points per year 

● Ritual: 

○ 50 points per full meeting opened and closed without a ritual, 10 points per meeting opened and 

closed with one ritual opened, no points for having more than one ritual opened 

○ In order to qualify for chapter of the year, the chapter must meet proficiency in the 

Chapter Proficiency competition at the Frank Marshall Tournament of Champions or at 

Conclave. If they do not meet proficiency during a ritual competition, a panel of 3 certified 

judges, who are not from the chapter being judged, must attend a meeting and certify that the 

chapter is proficient. This is facilitated by the Executive Officer by request. 

○ For attending the Frank Marshall Tournament of Champions and the ritual tournament at 

Conclave, 100 points each (once per chapter for each event).  

○ For making proficiency in competitions at the Frank Marshall Tournament of Champions and the 

ritual tournament at Conclave, the following points will be awarded: 

■ Individual Preceptors, Initiatory Degree Senior Deacon, DeMolay Degree Junior 

Inquisitor (10 points each) 

■ Obligations, Prof Chaplain, Initiatory Degree Marshall, DeMolay Degree Orator, DeMolay 

Degree Master Inquisitor (20 points each)  

■ Magnificent 7, Flower Talk, Ceremony of Light (25 points each) 

■ Prof MC, Initiatory Degree MC, DeMolay Degree Jacques DeMolay (30 points each) 

■ Prof Team, Initiatory Degree Team, DeMolay Degree Team, 4th Section Team (75 

points each) 

○ For the overall winner of the competition (not the small/large class or junior/senior level winner), 

the same amount of points that are awarded for making proficiency for the competition will be 

awarded again (For example, if a young man makes proficiency and wins the overall award for 

Ceremony of Light, the chapter will get 25 points for making proficiency and 25 for winning, 

giving the chapter 50 points) 

○ (Max 5000 points in the entire Ritual category) 

● RD: 



○ 75 points per RD received 

● Social Events: 

○ 25 points per social event attended by 4 DeMolays and 1 advisor where at least 15 total people 

attended (Max 400 points per year) 

● Visitations: 

○ 100 points per visit to a chapter meeting or installation within the state of Oklahoma 

○ 200 points per visit to a chapter meeting or installation outside the state of Oklahoma 

● Winterfest: 

○ 10 points per fully registered member attending 

○ 10 points for a registered sweetheart 

○ 5 points per fully registered advisor 

○ 25 points per MC/SC/JC fully registered 

○ 25 points for your chapter winning the Exemplary Chapter Award 

○ 25 points for having a member of your chapter win the DeMolay of the Year award
